This rule will implement in Vermont, ds a maLLer of
state law, t,he federal appliance efficiency and water
conservation standards current,ly in effect pursuant to
10 C.F.R. Part.s 430 and 431' only if and when those
federal regulations are repealed or declared void.
These federal sLandards have been in place for over 25
years .

14. EXPLANATION OF WHY TFIE RULE IS NECESSARY:
I f the f ederal standards were to be repealed, t,he
result woul-d be that Vermont, woul-d have no appliance
ef f iciency and water conservat.ion st.andards. Such
standards are necessary to fulfill the goals
articulated in 9 V. S.A. S 2792, which include enabling
Vermont.ers to save money on utilit.y bil-1s, saving
energy and thus reducj-ng pollut,ion and associat,ed
environmental impact,s, increasing ref iabilit,y of the
el-ect,ric grid and contribut,ing positively in numerous
ways to the Vermont economy.

When t,he federal standards were initially enacted over
25 years ago it is likely that t,hey had a financial

impact, on manufacturers, reLailers and consumers in the
form of increased cosLs. However, since then
manuf acturers and t,he market have adj usted to t,he
exist,ence of these standards and have been complying
wit,h them. The continuat,ion of these st,andards pursuant
to a Vermont sLate l-aw-based rul-e, in lieu of the
federaf regulat,ion, is unlikely to have any new or
additional affect on any people or enLerprises.

16. BRIEF SUMMARY OF ECONOMIC IMPACT(l50 wonos onless):
There will- be no immediate economj-c impact of t,his rule
upon adoption. The rule will only become ef f ect,ive in t,he
evenL of the repeal of existing federal- regulaLions. Should
that occur, t,here will be no new economic impact to
individuals or entit ies subj ect to the rul-e, because where
compl iance imposed ? cost pursuant to t,he f ederal
regulatory scheme, t,hose same cosLs will be continued under
the Vermont rule . Without this rul-e, while it is possible
that l-ower priced non- compliant products might, become
available in Lhe marketplace, any reduction in consumer
product cost, would likely be offset. by increases in
el-ectricit,y cosLs and the negaLive healt,h and safety
impacts of t,he associated additional- greenhouse gas
emj-ssions. Consequent,ly Lhe rul-e will be cosL neutral.
